First Quarter Student Evaluations:

First Quarter Student Evaluations will be mailed home by this Thursday, October 20th.  Over the past week we have blocked access to Engrade while teachers worked on finalizing first quarter grades and writing narrative comments to summarize students’ efforts and performance in all of their classes.  You will have full access to Engrade again by this Thursday to both view these Evaluations online as well as begin tracking second quarter assignments.

The Student Evaluations mailed home will include print outs from Engrade of student grades as well as a narrative component near the bottom.  For teachers who have the same student for multiple classes, you will notice that the narrative component is included on only one of the class reports, but it is representative of all of their classes.  
Please keep in mind that semester grades, not quarter grades, are recorded in students’ cumulative files.  First quarter grades will be calculated with second quarter grades as well as semester exams to determine students’ semester grades overall.
