First Semester Student Evaluations:  Student Evaluations (report cards) will be distributed to parents just prior to their scheduled Parent/Teacher conference the week of January 2nd – 5th (see note below).  Hard copies of the evaluations will be mailed home beginning the week of January 9 to families who are unable to attend a parent-teacher conference.  Semester evaluations will not be available on Engrade, as we are using a separate template to create them.
Parent Teacher Conferences: Parent/Teacher Conferences are an important component to your students’ success at Teleos Preparatory Academy. Conferences provide an opportunity to discuss your children’s academic progress with all of their teachers. Conferences will be held on the Teleos campus on Tuesday, January 3rd through Thursday, January 5th.  Please stop by the front office either before school or after school to sign-up for a 15-minute conference time on your child’s scheduled day (see the schedule below).  The first conference time slot of each day begins at 8:10am, and the last conference begins at 5pm.  We ask that parents/guardians sign-up in person and not via email to avoid having two families sign-up for the same time slot.

Once scheduled, please plan to arrive 20 minutes before you time slot to receive and read your child’s first semester evaluations.  These evaluations will form the basis of the conversation with the teachers.  

In the event that you are unable to meet during the schedule conference times, please contact your child’s teacher directly to schedule an alternate meeting time.  We hope to have the opportunity to meet with all of you!  

Project Week:

During the first week of January, all Teleos students will be participating in Project Week, which is a week-long opportunity for students to dig deep into a particular area of study and develop their project-development and presentation skills.  While we do not have official school days again until Friday, January 6th, 2012, students will be expected to complete an individual project at home from January 2nd – 5th.  The project will be due on Friday, January 6th and students will present their work at school on that day.   Classroom Teachers will provide detailed information around what is expected at each grade level.

5th grade: Book Report, “Where The Red Fern Grows”, led by Mr. Kenger

4th grade: The Middle Ages (led by Ms. Wysong)

3rd grade: Ancient Rome (led by Ms. Greene)

2nd grade: Ancient Greece (led by Mr. Davies)

1st grade: Animal Studies (led by Ms. Helmeid)
